I. Remember the Goal:  Christ-likeness… magnifying the Glory of God

a. Col. 1:28 – completeness, maturity, perfection (Greek = telios) in Christ

i. Compare – Gen. 1:26-27; Rom. 8:29; 2 Cor. 3:18; 1 Jn. 3:2

II. The means to accomplish our goal

a. Priesthood of all believers – 1 Pt. 2:5, 9

i. All believers together as “living stones” proclaiming the excellencies of God

b. Using God given spiritual gifts to help each other

i. Eph. 4:11-12 – Christ has given apostles, prophets, evangelists, and pastors/teachers to the church to equip the saints (those in Christ) to do the work of serving.  Pastors/Elders are among the flock to feed and equip the sheep (cf. 1 Pt. 5:2; Mark 10:42-44)
ii. Eph. 4:13-16 – as each member functions, we’ll grow to maturity, both individually and corporately
iii. Spiritual gifts are listed:
1. Rom. 12:3-8
2. 1 Cor. 12-14
iv. 2 primary categories of gifts – 1 Pt. 4:10-11
1. Speaking gifts
2. Serving gifts
v. The wisdom of God displayed in the disbursement of the gifts – 1 Cor. 12:12-17
1. 1 Cor. 12:12-20 – no significant member
2. 1 Cor. 12:21-27 – no indifference/arrogance… every person and their gift is necessary!
